IBC polysaccharide chemistries improve on the existing biobased 
technologies and replace traditional (synthetic) products with innovative, 
environmentally friendly solutions. 
Properties include: non-ionic, APEO free, low CMC, sulfate-free, 
high-water solubility, non-detectable 1,4 dioxane levels, pH 7.0-9.0.
Advantages:  tunable HLB values 10-19, high actives, alcohol free, RCI 
60-100% (compared to 0% with synthetic), high oil loading .
Applications: an eco-conscious alternative to conventional ethoxylate 
chemistry in paints, coatings and pigment dispersions.

Mica boasts the highest aspect ratio among all minerals, ~ 60:1. Its exceptional 
resistance to water, chemicals, IR and UV positions it as an ideal choice for 
exterior coatings. These properties are particularly advantageous when 
anti-cracking and anti-shearing characteristics are critical.
Additional features of mica include: low absorption of water and oil, minimal 
heavy metal content, and no labeling requirements, further enhancing its 
practicality and safety.
Aspanger Mica, in comparison to others, offers remarkable whiteness. This 
unique attribute amplifies its reflective qualities and natural sheen, making it 
an excellent option for decorative purposes.
